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Abstract

Research on English Literature Reading Strategies Among Undergraduates in English Major of
Songkhla Rajabhat University is a quantitative study. This study aimed to investigate English
literature reading strategies employed by English major undergraduates at Songkhla Rajabhat
University. The population were 197 English majors in the Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences, Songkhla Rajabhat University. Seventy-eight English majors were selected by
purposive sampling technique. The instrument used in this study was a questionnaire. The
data were analyzed statistically by using mean ( X ), percentage and standard deviation

(S.D.). The results revealed that the students used literature reading strategies overall at a
high level ()_(: 3.92, S.D.= 0.76). They frequently employed Problem Solving Strategies
(PROB) the most ()_(: 3.93, S.0.= 0.77), followed by Global Reading Strategies (GLOB) ()_(=
3.91, S.D.= 0.75) and Support Reading Strategies (SUP) ()_(= 3.91, S.D.= 0.77) respectively.
