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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study self-regulation learning of
mathematics teacher students after activities learning management with
professional learning community process and 2) to study learning outcomes of
mathematics teacher students after activities learning management with
professional learning community process. The population for this study consisted
of 10 students majoring in Mathematics, Faculty of Education, Songkhla Rajabhat
University. The tools were self-regulation questionnaire and an evaluation form for
self-development report writing. The data analysis was conducted using
percentages, means, and standard deviations. The research findings revealed that
1) Mathematics teacher students had a high level of self-regulation learning, with
an average score of 3.52. The top three areas with the highest average scores were
planning, goal-setting, and help-seeking. And 2) mathematics teacher students had
a very good average score of learning outcomes . with an average score of 13

points.
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
