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Abstract

The objectives of this study were: 1) Study the academic leadership of school
administrators according to the views of teachers under the Trang Primary Education
Service Area Office 1, 2) Compare the academic leadership of school administrators
according to the views of teachers under the Trang Primary Education Service Area Office 1;
classified by gender, work experience, education level, and the size of schools,
3) Study the suggestions about the academic leadership of school administrators according
to the views of teachers under the Trang Primary Education Service Area Office 1.
The results showed that: 1) The academic leadership of school administrators
according to the views of teachers under the Trang Primary Education Service Area Office 1, in
a whole aspect, was at the highest level. The data were sorted by average from the highest to
the lowest: Evaluation and monitoring of student progress aspect, Promoting the academic
environment aspect, Mission planning aspect, Curriculum management and teaching
aspect, and Teaching supervision aspect, respectively. 2) When compare the academic
leadership of school administrators according to the views of teachers under the Trang Primary
Education Service Area Office 1; classified by gender, work experience, education level, and the
size of schools, the results showed no difference, and 3) The most common suggestion about
the academic leadership of school administrators according to the views of teachers under

the Trang Primary Education Service Area Office 1 was the Teaching supervision aspect.
