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THE DEVELOPMENT OF ELECTRONIC BOOK TO ENHANCE ENGLISH READING SKILLS BY
USING THAI SOUTHERN LOCAL CONTEXT MATERIALS FOR SECOND-LEVEL-PRIMARY
EDUCATION STUDENTS IN THE THREE SOUTHERN BORDER PROVINCES
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Abstract

Reading is an essential skill for academic success. According to the 20-year Education Strategic Plan
for the Special Development Zone of Southern Border Provinces, 2017-2036, one of the problems and
challenges of educational management in the deep south was literacy as learning materials are inconsistent

with the way of life. This independent study aims to develop an electronic book to enhance English reading
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skills by using Thai southern local context materials for second-level-primary education students in the
three southern border provinces and to explore the students’ satisfaction towards the e-book. The sample
were 35 Prathomsuksa 6 students at Ban Sakor School, Narathiwat province, selected by purposive sampling
method. The instruments were an e-book to enhance their English reading skills using southern contextual
content and a student satisfaction questionnaire. The data were analyzed statistically using mean (X)),
percentage and standard deviation (S.D.). A quality check of the interactive e-book by experts found that
the e-book was appropriate at the high value, averaging in value at 4.17. The lessons were appropriate at
the highest value, 4.19. The students’ satisfaction towards the e-book was highly positive (X = 4.41). The
highest average score was that the illustrations were interesting and consistent with the content (X = 4.57).
Pedagogical implications regarding English material construction should be informed to ameliorate English

education in the southern border provinces.
